6. Oksana Baiul (born November 16, 1977) is a retired Ukrainian figure skater. 
She is the 1993 World champion and the 1994 Olympic champion in ladies' singles. Baiul is the first and so far the only skater to win gold at the Winter Olympics representing Ukraine.
Baiul was born in Dnepropetrovsk, Ukrainian SSR, Soviet Union. 
After the 1994 Lillehammer Winter Olympics, Baiul moved to Simsbury, Connecticut. 
As a child, Baiul was interested in ballet but was not considered thin enough so her grandmother took her to skating lessons, saying it was ballet on skates. 
She was coached by Stanislav Koritek until he was offered a coaching job in Toronto, Canada in March 1992 – he accepted due to problems in Ukraine after the collapse of the Soviet Union.

Podkopayeva then won the all around final In event finals, she placed fifth on uneven bars second on balance beam and first on floor scoring 9.887. She was the fourth and to date last gymnast to win the Olympic all around title as the reigning World Champion. She is the only gymnast to win the all around without winning a team medal. Podkopayeva said, "I did feel some responsibility as the champion of the world and champion of Europe to perform well.”

Volodymyr Volodymyrovych Klychko  was born on the 25 of March 1976. He is a Ukrainian heavyweight professional boxer. Klitschko is the WBA (Super), IBF, WBO, IBO and The Ring Heavyweight Champion. Klitschko is the longest reigning IBF, WBO & IBO Heavyweight Champion in history with the most title defenses for those organizations. Known as "The Steel Hammer," Klitschko first achieved world attention at the 1996 Summer Olympics in Atlanta, Georgia. He defeated Paea Wolfgramm to win the Super-Heavyweight gold medal. He is now announced as "Dr. Steel Hammer." Since 2005, Klitschko has been the dominant force in the heavyweight division, defeating a majority of the top heavyweights in the rankings.
